REMARKS/RECOMMENDATION:

¢ No entry inside the 6-km radius Permanent Danger Zone (PDZ) and the 7-km radius Extended Danger
Zone (EDZ) in the SE sector.

e Secondary pyroclastic flows, rockfalls and ash fallout can occur any time.

e Areas of highest potential danger for lahars and other debris flows are lowlands fronting the Mabinit and
Buyoan-Padang river channels in Legazpi City; Miisi in Daraga; Tumpa, Anoling and Quirangay channels
in Camalig; Maninila channel in Guinobatan; Basud-Lidong channels in Sto. Domingo; Bulawan channel
in Malilipot; San Vicente and Buang channels in Tabaco and Upper Nasisi and Upper Nabonton in Ligao.
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
